PUBLIC SERVICE ANNOUNCEMENTS (Video PSAs)


Contracted insertion for any PSA is:  $5 per insertion.


Limit of insertion in any given 30 day period is 20 paid insertions with corresponding traffic and billing 
for each insertion.  All other PSAs are shown at the discretion of RCAC without fee.

SERIES DISCOUNTS:

To qualify for a discount, a Programming Agreement contract for a 13-show series must be submitted 
and approved. A refund or credit will be given at 50% off the cablecasting rate. A series of programs also includes a free one page Bulletin Board ad displayed for the duration of the series.

RE-AIRING:


The cablecasting date and time for FREE re-airing of programs will be scheduled by the Programming 
Director at the convenience of Channel 11 as staff and time permits.

Note: This does not include cablecasting or editing time. All programs produced in RCAC’s studio, via remote van or with any of the equipment provided by RCAC must air on Channel 11. Special arrangements for setting up the studio or utilizing the character generator need to be coordinated with the Executive Director.

FIELD EQUIPMENT:

A limited number of designated video camcorders and tripods are available to RCAC “certified” users provided the use of the equipment is for the production of programs to be shown on RCAC Channels.  


TAPES:

Channel 11 encourages the use of brand name Super VHS tapes or DVD Media. We accept SVHS tape, VHS tape, or DVD’s for programming. You may order SVHS/VHS tapes in bulk at a reduced cost by contacting staff for the current supplier’s contact information. Bulk tape orders must be for a minimum of 10 pieces.

REMOTE VAN:

RCAC has a multi-camera (3) mobile van to produce programs at remote locations. Information is available by contacting the Executive Director. Credit may be earned for utilizing the van through designated production projects.

BASIC PRODUCTION TRAINING:

Several times a year we offer Basic Production Training for new students interested in utilizing the equipment and studio of RCAC. 
The Cost for this series of classes includes instruction by a professional producer consisting of lecture and hands-on use of studio equipment.

WORKSHOPS: 

Fee based advanced workshops are offered to Production Assistants and Producers. Such workshops include scripting, lighting, audio mixing, camera use, character generation, remote productions and studio use. See staff for the current workshop schedule.
